SUNDAY: Matthew 7:7-9

Keep on knocking, and the door will be opened to you. ... You parents—if your children 
ask for a loaf of bread, do you give them a stone instead?
  

MONDAY: John 15:7
But if you remain in Me and My Words 
remain in you, you may ask for anything 
you want, and it will be granted!
  

TUESDAY: Psalm 34:17
When the righteous cry for help, the LORD 
hears and delivers them out of all their 
troubles.  

WEDNESDAY: Matthew 21:22
And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in 
prayer, believing, ye shall receive. 
  

FRIDAY: Philippians 4:6
Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray 
about everything. Tell God what you need, 
and thank Him for all He has done.

SATURDAY: Hebrews 4:16
Let us then approach the throne of grace 
with confidence, so that we may receive 
mercy and find grace to help us in our time 
of need.

THURSDAY: 1 John 5:14-15
And we are confident that He hears us when-
ever we ask for anything that pleases Him. 
And since we know He hears us when we 
make our requests, we also know that He will 
give us what we ask for.

Prayer: 
Father, by faith I know that if I keep on asking, it will be given to me; if I keep on seeking, 
I will find; and if I keep on knocking the door will be opened to me. Even as an earthly 
parent does good things for his own children, so I know my Heavenly Father will give me 
good things.
  

Prayer: 
Father, I know that if I stay connected to 
You and keep Your Word before me and in 
my heart, then I can ask for anything and it 
will be done for me. 
  

Prayer: 
Father, thank you that I am righteous be-
cause Jesus lives in my heart. I know You 
hear me when I call for help and You will 
rescue me from all my troubles. 
  

Prayer: 
Father, thank you that when I pray in faith, 
really believing for what I am asking You 
for, I shall receive. 

Prayer: 
Father, I will not get upset or worry about 
anything, but I will pray about everything. 
And with a thankful heart, I will tell You 
what my needs are. 

There is a 
prayer and scripture for each day of the week. Close each prayer with “ in Jesus’ name, Amen.” 

Prayer: 
Father, thank you that I can come to You 
without being afraid, knowing that I will 
be received with love and kindness.
